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Program seeks
better dreams
for tomorrow

WINSLOW
Bobby Harris stands in a grav-
el lot off a road near some train
tracks. The naked eye sees a line
* of industrial businesses with cor-
rugated steel roofs.
But Harris, an owner of a

beauty salon, sees a future for

township children.

In 2005 Harris, a 58-year-old
township resident who has lived
here since 1971, founded Dreams
of Tomorrow, and he has been
able to cobble together corporate
donations to open a narrow, two-
room, 1,000-square-foot communi-
ty center in the middle of an in-
dustrial lot.

Harris offers a mix of home-
work help, board games, comput-
er access and occasional trips to
places like historically black col-
leges.

The place was a former iron
shop, so iron beams were used to
make book shelves. Harris said
he doesn’t yet have a steady
stream of youths coming every
day, but he said the schools have
worked with him and school bus-
.es bring kids to his center regu-
larly.

“What we're trying to do is
give the kids what they need,” he
said.

“So we feel we can give them

the academics without boring

them. We feel we can incorporate
fun with the academics.”
Harris wants to turn the park-
" ing lot outside of his Dreams of
Tomorrow headquarters into a
gravel basketball court and driv-
ingrange. :
He also will host a canip for
the second year this summer, and
expects as many as 40 children.

the township, and as far as T know

we are the only one doing what
we're doing,” he said. “It doesn’t
make any sense in 2007 that you
come into a place that houses 35
to 40 kids and it's the best place
we have to offer in the town.”

Harris is confident it will only
get better.

Still, it’s not cheap. The cost is

3195 a month for after-school ser- .

vicesand $30a day when school is
closed for in-service days. There
is one paid employee.

Last year, Helen Wilkinson’s
granddaughter attended camp
and atiributed Harris’s academic-
focused program to improving
the girl’s math skills and turning
her into an honor roll student.

“The instructor made it fum so
she didn’t resist it and was able to
retain many of the things she
learned during the term,” Wilkin-
son said.
