WORKSHOPS

“IT’S ALL ABOUT YOU” SUMMIT WILL HOST 4 MAJOR WORKSHOPS ON SATURDAY, OCTOBER 27, 2012

1)”ME, MYSELF & I” – Our girls will discuss the value of self-esteem and self-worth, challenging the status quo and giving girls the necessary tools to strengthen their overall self-concept.  The girls will also discuss the importance of mental and physical health; giving the girls coping skills and advice to lead a healthier life.  According to national report, 62% of all girls feel insecure or not sure of themselves.

2)”R.E.S.P.E.C.T.” – Our girls will participate in a guided dialogue that will cover topics such as relationships, domestic violence, risky behaviors, and sexual responsibility.  We want our girls to learn the importance of respecting their bodies and demanding that respect from others.  We will prepare the girls with skills to handle difficult situations and how to protect themselves.  Girls who possess high self-esteem are less likely to become pregnant as teenagers.  As indicated by the National Campaign to Prevent Teen & Unplanned Pregnancy, New Jersey ranks #12 in teen birth rate in the United States.  Our girls are worth it!

3)”EDUCATED, EMPOWERED & EQUIPPED” – The girls will celebrate the talents and skills they each possess and learn how to use those talents in service of their purpose.  The girls will learn the importance of a great education and its influence on the trajectory of their lives.  The workshop will be led by experts and advocates to motivate our girls to take their education seriously and prepare them for the real world.  Educating girls is directly linked to positive outcomes!  

4)”SHOW ME THE MONEY” –  This workshop is designed to allow the girls to make informed and effective decisions through their understanding of finance.  Do you really need it or is it just something you want?  Do you shop at "Saks 5th Avenue" with "Walmart" money?  If $100 dollars fell in your lap, what would you do with it?  The girls will participate in a hands on workshop discussing the difference between needs and wants, they will learn the importance of financial literacy, budgeting and other money management skills.  They will also learn how to write a check, balance a checkbook, and read a bank statement.
